Letter of the 20th August, 1908 from the Siamese Minister in Paris to the
Manistry of Foreign Affairs in Bangkok

I, Momchao Charunsak Kritdakon, Thai Minister to Paris, have the
honour to inform Your Royal Highness Prince Devawongse Varoprakar,
Minister of Foreign Affairs, that regarding the Mixed Commission of
Delimitation of the frontiers and the Siamese Commissioners’ request
that the French Commissioners prepare maps of various frontiers, the
French Commissioners have now finished their work. Captain Tixier has
brought a series of maps to me in order that I may forward them to
Your Royal Highness. The maps for the north region are

(1) map of Maekhop and Chianglom 50 sheets

(2) map of rivers in the north 50 sheets
(3) map of Muang Nan 50 sheets
(4) map of Paklai 50 sheets
(3) map of Huang River 50 sheets

For the south region:

(r) map of Pasak 50 sheets
(2) map of Mekong 50 sheets
(3) map of Dangrek 50 sheets
(4) map of Phnom Kulen 50 sheets
(5) Lake 50 sheets
(6) Muang Trat 50 sheets

I beg to keep two sheets ot each for the Legation and to send to the
Legations in London, Berlin, Russia, and America, one sheet of each.
There remain 44 sheets of each. I have packed them and entrusted them
to a carrier company to be sent to Your Royal Highness.
