In fact, Thhailand has proposed to UNESCO the nomination of the two eminent personages o the st of Anniversaries of
Great Personalities and Historic Events 2000-2001. The first name is the most revered Somdet Phra Srinagarindhra tre Princess
Mother, the second is Professor Dr. Pridi Banomyong, the educator and humanist. We are gratified to note that our firs. proposal,
the hundredth anniversary of the birth of Somdet Phra Srinagarindhra was included n the list of requests considered adinissible by
the Director General as appeared in Document 157 EX/34. However, it is at the same time deplorable that our second propesal .o,
the nemunation for Professor Dr. Pridi Banomyong was not included in- the list.

It is understandable that it is the first tume new criteria and procedure initiated by the Executive Board has hen put mro
effect. Qur people at home could hardly follow and realise how important is the new submission form 1o be filied by the Nanona!
Commission for UNESCO. The criteria for the selection of anniversaries and the procedure by which the role of the biicrseetordd
Committee is so dominant have not been given proper attention. Moreover, the procedure was not totally followed us the documeni
containing the list of requests which has been judged by the Director-General to meet the criteria was not sent to Meriber States
and to the Members of the Executive Board in good time before the opening of the session of the Executive Board as lad down
in the procedure. You might notice also that document 157 EX/34 was dated 4 October 1999, one day only before the opening vi
this session. Therefore, Thailand would like to request the Secretariat to prepare a lst of requests by the Member States whowe
requests have not been included in the list with the reasons there of, in time for distribution to the Member States at the Ceneral
Conterence.

With your permission, Mr. Chairman, may I present to this board our appeal that the name of Professor Dr. Pridi
Banomyong should be added to the list.

First, T would like to present Pridi Banomyong as an able and farsighted educator. He founded in Bangkok n 1934 the
University of Moral and Political Sciences as an Open University giving higher education to the large part of populaton both in
the cities and up-country and consequently became its forst rector. The University later changed its name to Thammasat University
and has been a leading institution in helping to promote and protect democracy, social justice, and human rights i Thatiand. There
have been exchanges of professors and students with foreign universities. Students from neighbouring countries also attend courses
ot Thammasat which has become one of the two most prestigious universities in the country. I might add however that the Tha
representative in this competent body, Professor Dr. Adual Wichiencharoen was a former student and a graduate from (i
University, he later became Professor and one of the top administrators of the University. In presenting an appeal to th s Board o
the case of the founder and former rector of this University, Professor Wichiencharoen for this reason chose i lea-e it s
alternate instead.

Secondly, as a humanist, Pridi Banomyong advocated peace and non-violence. At the same time, he did not succamb o
power from outside. He led national resistance and rallied the nation to oppose invasion and occupation during World ¥ar L i
is why he was respected internationally and was the first Thai to be honoured by the Smithsonian Institution by namirg a species
of bird found in Thailand in 1945 after him as a symbol for peace. The combination of Pridi’s relentless efforts to strive tor social
justice and to establish a meaningful democracy in Thailand was reflected in the constitution he was the architect. Universal sutfrage
to both men and women was thereby guaranteed as well as human rights were firmly recognised and upheld.

The third and final point 1 would like to mention is Pridi Banomyong was a man whose ideals were wel taken and
appreciated throughout the region. He furthermore supported self~determination and independence for all peoples. He even
contemplated creating a South East Asian league among neighbouring nations. But a military coup forced Pridi 10 go into exile =
1947. His vision of a league of South East Asian nations lives on and has become a reality in what is now ASEAN. Pridi spent his
later years in Paris and died here at 83. He would be 100 years old in the year 2000. His centenarv celebration, alrealy prepared
on the national level, will take place next year.

Mr. Chairman, Distinguished Members of the Executive Board,

The ideals and achievements of Pridi Banomyong could largely be linked to UNESCOs ideals and missions in the ireld of
education, social and human sciences. It would be regrettable that a centenary celebration of a personage so eminznt as Pridi
Banomyong is to be ignored by UNESCO. In the light of what I have just said, the Intersectoral Committee might see that it 1
appropriate to reconvene and reconsider its decision. May I humbly submit to the Executive Board that the hundredifi anniversary
of the birth of Pridi Banomyong be added to the list of celebrations of anniversaries as proposed to the Executive Board in
Document 157 EX/34. ¢

This
official decision 1s also made pursuant to the
centennial commemoration of Pridi Banomyong.
the senior statesman. that 1s being held by the Uny
versity of Moral and Political Science ( Thammasat
University). Pridi was the University's founder.

I'1 May 2000 will mark the centennial anni-
versary of Pridi. He had devoted the bulk of his
hife 1o the betterment of his country and society
Pridi had played a vital role in promoting and
developing public awareness of issues of peace.
democracy, and education. He was a moral con-
science for the Thai people. and. more importanly.
for humamty. Pridi stands tall as a sociopohtical
icon. He had displayed. by any standards. consid-
erable degree of honesty. loyalty, courage and sac-
rifice throughout his long career as Regent to the
King. Senior Statesman, Prime Minister. Minister
of Interior. Minister of Foreign Affairs, Minister
of Fiance, and as the first Seeretary General of
Parliament. [t 1s most appropriate that the Tha
people look up to Pridi as a leading model

- achievement, and nobility of purposes. Like all grea
personalities in history, Pridi continues to live posthu-
mously. Much of his ideas, because they are embedded
in universal values, are still very relevant today, inspiring
many in the younger generaton. The Thais often find
themselves returning to or rediscovering Pridi’s ideas
and vision of a better society. especially when they had
imutally rejected them.

The Upbringing

Pridi Banomyong was born on 11 May 1900 in a
boathouse off the southern bank of Muang Canal in
Ayudhya, the former capital of Thailand. He was the
cldest son of a relauvely well to do farming family. At
the age of 14, he completed his secondary education.
Too young to enroll in any mstitution for higher educa-
tion, Pridi stayed with his family for an extra two years.,
helping them n rice farming before darting off to law
school in 1917. Two years later. he became a barrister-
at-law and was simultancously awarded a scholarship by
the Ministry of Justice to study law in France. In 1924, he
obtained his “Bachelier en Droit”, “Licencié en Droit”
from Universite de Caen and in 1926 a “Doctorat
d'Erar” and “Diplome d’Erudes Supérieures d'Econo-
mie Politique™ from Université de Parts. Pridi was the
first Thai to earn this appeilation. In November 1928, a
year after returning to Siam, Pridi married Miss Phoon-
suk na Pombejra. They had six children.

The Beginning
of a Political Life

In February 1927, while still in Paris, Pridi and six
other Thai students and civil servants, later to become the
core of the People's Party. held a historic meeting. They
vowed to transform the Thai system of governance from

absolute monarchy to a constitutional one. The group

clected Pridi as their provisional leader. As their guiding

stars. the People's Party kud down the so-called “Six

Principles™ to put Thailand on the road to spiritual and

material progress:

1. “To maintain absolute national independence in all
aspects, including pohitical, judicial, and economics:

2. To maintain national cohesion and sccurity;

3. To promote economic well being by creating full
employment and by launching a national economic
plan:

4. To guarantee cquality to all;

5. To grant complete liberty and freedom to the people,
provided that this does not contradict the aforemen-
tioned principles; and

. To provide education to the people.”

o

Later in 1927, Pridi returned to Thailand and joined
the Ministry of Justice where he served as judge and
subsequently as assistant secretary to the Jundical De-
partment. Meanwhile he found tme to run a printing
house where he published many law documents and
books. He also became a lecturer at the Ministry s law
school. However the hope for progressive sociopolitical
and cconomic changes in Thailand never faded from



Pridi’s mind. The 1932 Revolution opened the avenue for

Pridi to realize his vision of a better. more Just society.
At dawn on 24 June 1932, the People’s Party. con-

sisting of government officials. military officers, and

ordmary civilians rapidly and bloodlessly took control of
the government, changimg it from absolute to demo-
cratic. constitutional monarchy and installing the 1932
provisional constitution as the supreme law of the land.
Pridi. the civilian leader of the People’s Party, was the
progenitor of this provisional constitution.

The 1932 provisional constitution served as a solid
and lertile foundation for the growth and development
of democracy in Thatland. It introduced two fundamen-
tal. hitherto unknown ngredients to Thai society and
political culture: 1) the supreme power rests with all
Stamese people; and 2) there must be a clear separation
of legislative, executive, and judicial powers. Together.
these two unprecedented principles brought about a
complele transformation in the nation’s power structure,
planting the seeds of democracy in Thailand

For Peace, Democracy
and Social Justice

Between 1933 and 1947 Pridi held many major
pohitical positions, including Minister of Interior, Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs, Minister of Finance, Regent and
Prime Minister. King Rama VIl officially appointed him
a “Senior Statesman” for life. Throughout these years
as government official and leader. Prnidi assiduously
worked torealize the "Six Principles.” Among his notable
accomplishments, some of them having long-term im-
pacts. are: the drafting of the nation’s first economic plan;
the founding of the University of Moral and Political
Science (Thammasat University ) the 1933 Municipality
Act which allowed the people to clect their own local
governments; the revocation of unequal treaties that
Thailand had been forced to sign with foreign powers;
the reformation of the unfair tax system: the compilation
of the country’s first revenue code; and the founding of

During the second World War, once the Japanese
had invaded and occupied Thailand. even as Regent, Pridi
clandestinely led the Free Thai Movement to resist such
action. In recognition of the brave cooperation and as-
sistance rendered by this movment, the United States
government subsequently recognized Thailand as an
independent country that had been under Japanese mili-
tary occupation as opposed to a belligerent state subject
o Allied post war control.

On 16 August 1945, at the advice of Lord Louis
Mountbatten (the Allied South East Asia Commander), as
Regent and Leader of the Free Thai Movment, Pridi
declared null and void Pibulsonggram Government's
declaration of war on the Allied as it was against the will
of the Thai people. Through the good work of the Free
Thai Movement, Thailand had thus worked its passage
to peace and pre-war status. Fifty years later, in 1995, the
Thai cabinet gave belated recognition and declared 16
August “Thai Peace Day™.

Throughout these turbulent years. Pridi never lost
sight of what ‘democracy as a way of life” meant. He
never tired of nurturing and protecting the infantile Thai
democracy gurghng i its cradle. Unlike most of his

status, and power in order to improve society. He wanted
1o foster sohdarity and compassion among his compatr-
ots, enabling them to develop themselves. come to care
about, promote, and benefit from one another’s well
being as opposed to embarking on a cutthroat competi-
tion—a completely wasteful energy. Pridi envisioned a
society where all citizens helped contribute to the enrich-
ment of the lives of all.

As Pridi neatly put it, “A society exists because of
the participation of its members, and a social system
which enables most people to legally influence decisions
and move society forward is a democracy.” He added
that since every society has political, economic, social,
and cultural dimensions, it is essential for a democratic
society to not only promote political democracy but also
“economic democracy” (e.g., fewer people are being
denied economic opportunities) and democratic thinking
(e.g., compassion),

For instance, to promote economic well being. Pridi
advocated the creation of local cooperatives to undertake
economic activities for the benefits of their members.
The people should have direct control over their liveli-
hood rather beingdependent on the ruling circles’ charity
or philanthropy, he believed. Not infrequently, magnifi




ém philanthropy masks brutal econoi :
and charity becomes a pretext for maintaining lay
social practices which ought to be changed in the mtere t
of justice and fair play, Pridi implied. oS

* Pridi and his colleagues deemed it necessary for the
people to fully understand the system of democratic go-
vernance and to be aware of their new rights and, hence,
responsibilities under the newly-found system. As a
result, in 1934 Pridi, then Minister of Interior. founded
the University of Moral and Political Science. He was
also appointed its first rector. The University was
designed as an open institutgon offering numerous
courses, including law,
sciences. Reflecting his ideals. Pridi, in the speech made
at the University's opening, declared ™. A university
15, figuratively, an oasis that quenches the thirst of those
who are in pursuit of knowledge.

higher education for their own benefits and for the devel-
opment of our country. . Indeed Thammasat University
has been a leading institution in helping to promote and
protect democracy in Thailand.

Pridi also firmly advocated international peace. As
a minister in Field Marshal Pibulsonggram’s govern-
ment. Pridi consistently expressed his disagreement with
the government’s irredentism: the plan and aggression
Thailand embarked on to reclaim former territories in
Indochina from France while Paris was lying prostrate
under German occupation during the second World
War. Another evidence worth citing 1s his effort to tell
the international community the uselessness of interna-
tional violence through the English-dubbed film he
produced. The King of the White Elephant

Not surprisingly, Pridi supported self-determination
and independence for all colonial peoples. This was
particularly apparent when he served as prime minister
Such a foreign policy was merely the international coun-
terpart of hisdomestic, democratic reforms. Afterall, they
attempted to empower the people, granting them with the
essential freedoms and rights necessary to manage their
own destiny. He even contemplated creating a South
East Asian League (SEAL ) among neighbouring nations

Again, Pridi was the architect of the 1946 constitu-
tion, one of the most democratic in Thai history. The

adoption of this constitution reflected the culmination of

Pridi’s relentless efforts to strive for social justice and
establish a meaningful, as opposed to nommal, demo-
cracy in Thailand. The constitution guaranteed universal
suffrage to both men and women and enabled the people
to elect members of parliament in both the upper and
lower houses. Human rights were well recognized and
upheld in this constitution.

In Exile

On 9 June 1946, the young King Ananda Mahidol or
Rama VIII was found mysteriously dead in his chamber
with a bullet in his forehead. After visiting the palace and
the scene and having consulted with leading members
of the Royal Family, as prime minister, Pridi publicly
declared this an “accident.” Intending to undermine his
popularity and power, Pridi’s political opponent oppor-
tunistically trumpeted that the late King was murdered
and that Pridi was involved in the regicide. ‘

On the night of 8 November 1947, a group of mili-
tary leaders and civilians staged a coup d’etat, using the
regicide as one of the pretexts (o destroy Pridi. (Numer-

ous court decisions had since proven Pridi inocent.)
Their tanks stormed Pridi’s residence 1in Bangkok, fore-
ing him to flee to Singapore. On 26 February 1949, Pridi.
aided by a number of naval officers and Thais who
favored a democratic government, unsuccessfully staged
a counter-coup. Once again, he was banished from Thai
land-this time never to return. Between 1949 and 1970,
Pridi resided in China. He then hived an ordinary life
joined by his wife and daughters in the suburb of Paris
There he died peacefully on 2 May 1983
While in exile, he wrote profusely and gave numer

ous speeches, continuing to share with later generations
his conceptions of democracy. peace and social justice
The seeds of democracy that Pridi planted in Thailand
more than six decades ago are beginning to sprout. Whe-
ther or not his tree of liberty will continue to grow and
branch out, to some extent, depends on how the Thais
apply and learn from his thinkings.
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Pridi Banomyong and the First Democratic Constitution of Thailand

“A key figure who had led the whole nation to a political transformation from absolute monarchy to
democratic governance, devoted the bulk of his life to his beloved Royal Family and his people with
a considerable degree of loyalty and integrity, who was considered a true patriot and a great
politician in history...Luang Pradist Manudharm (Pridi Banomyong).”

Throughout his lifetime, Pridi had been sacrificing his whole life to the betterment of his country and
society without concern for what he would get in return.  And as a result of his dedication and determined
will to contribute to the country, he was banishcd from his homeland to live the rest of his life in a
faraway land (France) from which he never returned. He died peacefully in the District of Anetomie, a
suburban area of Paris, on May 2, 1983 at the age of 82 ycars, 11 months, and 22 days. On his upcoming
birthday anniversary, May 11, 2000 a centennial commemoration will occur for Pridi Banomyong to
whom the younger Thai generation will pay their respects and express gratitude for all his great
contributions and dedications. He continues to live posthumously. At the zenith of his life, he was
honorably appointed to be the first senior statesman and only Regent to the King for life. Also, he was the
first Thai who obtained his “en Droit” degree (for French citizen section) and a superior diplomat in
Economics from France. Turning to his political life, he was the architect of the first Constitution of
Thailand and held many major political positions, such as the first Secrctary General of Parliament,
Founder of the University of Moral and Political Sciences at Thammasat University, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Minister of the Interior, Minister of Finance, Prime¢ Minister, Regent to the King, and as a leader
of the Free Thai Movement. In this article, I will discuss particularly Pridi Banomyong’s significant role
during the events Revolution of 1932 to when the first democratic constitution of Thailand was adoptcd.

On June 24, 1932, 99 members of the People’s Party, consisting of military officials under the leadership
of Colonel Phya Pahol Ponpayuhasena (Poj Paholyothin) who also served as leader of the People’s Party.,
navy officers under the leadership of Licutenant Commander Luang Sinthu Songkramchai (Sinthu
Kamolnavin), and lastly ordinary civilians led by Luang Pradist Manudharm (Pridi Banomyong).

At 10:45 pm on June 26, 1932, King Rama VII Prachathipok graciously allowed seven representatives
from the People’s Party, one of them being Pridi Banomyong, to have an audience with him at Sukhothai
Palace. On this occasion, the representatives presented to the monarch a provisional constitution and a
Court Regulation of Amnesty to be approved by the signing of his royal title. Luang Pradist Manadharm
was appointed as a law consultant to the King. Later that day, the King kindly granted the Court
Regulation of Amnesty which also contained the following remarks:

According to the determined will of the People’s Party to utterly eradicate some
recurring problems of the cabinet and the nation, and bring prosperity to the pcople on a
level equivalent to other nations, the People’s Party has rapidly taken over the
government and changed the system of governance from absolute monarchy to
democracy. The People’s Party has requested me to continue reigning as King under the
Constitution which shall be the supreme law of the land. Although the act of the
People’s Party may go against the wishes of some members of the Royal Family, as well
as some in the Cabinct, it is considered necessary. Unlike most developing countries,
the historic revolution in our country did not cause any casualty or loss. As a matter of
fact, 1 have previously been considering the transformation of the country’s system of
governance to democracy. Therefore, the sincere act of the People’s Party has met with
my desire for reform. Furthermore, I hereby give my official acknowledgment of the
Court Regulation of Amnesty.



On Junc 28, 1932, the provisional constitution was officially declared, and 70 provisional representatives,
including Luang Pradist Manudharm (Pridi Banomyong) as the 36" member, were nominated. Later at 2
pm that same day, the first meeting for the House of Representatives was held at Anuntasamakom Royal
Hall in the upstairs room. where a semi-circular table was set up. In the meeting, Luang Pradist
Manudharm presented the names of the 70 representatives. He led them in making an oath that they
would serve the country with integrity, and help maintain the Six Principles issucd by the Peopic’s Party:

1 To maintain absolute national independence in all aspects, politically, judicially, and
economically;

2 To maintain national cohesion and security;

3 To promote economic well-being by ensuring full employment, and by launching a national
econonuc plan;

4 To guarantee cquality to ali;

5 To grant complete liberty and freedom to the peopic;

& o provide education to the people.

Afterwards, the opening ccremony of the first meeting session for the House of Parliament commenced
with the invitation by Phya Mahidthorn, the minister of Murathorn Ministry (a former title for the
Ministry of Internal Affairs), to King Rama V11 for a commencement address. The content of the Royal
Address boegins:

Today, the first House of Representatives meeting will be held. This event should be
rcgarded as one of the most significant occasions in the our nation’s political history. |
believe that all of you vigorously desire to launch our country into prosperity, and also
maintain national independence forever. I wish all of you the vitality and strength, both
physically and mentally, to fulfill all your goals.

Then, a group of military officers withdrew its force and transferred its full authority into the hands of the
Housc of Fepresentatives. In order to achieve the implementation of democratic practice, Luang Pradist
Manudharm (Pridi Banomyong) suggested to the Housc that an clection for Chairman should occur.
Ultimately. Chao Phya Thamasakmontri was the first person elected to hold this office. The newly-elected
Chairman then expressed his wish to appoint Luang Pradist Manudharm as Secretary General of
Parliameni.. He proposed. I realize Luang Pradist Manudharm has already worked in that position. And
if everyonc agrees with me. I wish for Luang Pradist Manudharm to continue serving as Secretary General
of Parliament.” At that time, Phya Srivisarawaja objected with the reason being that Luang Pradist
Manudharm was well-respected as a nobleman, and thus was meant for more important tasks than just
being Sccretary General of Parliament. After a consensus was finally reached, Luang Pradist Manudharm
became a provisional Sccretary General of Parliament, a position held for that one day on June 28, 1932.
The next position as Chairman of the People’s Committee needed to be resolved, and Phya
Manopakornnitithada was clected to hold that title. At the end of the meeting, Luang Pradist Manudham
spoke to all members, “ This provisional constitution was created under a restriction of time, and as a
consequen:e, some flaws maybe discovered. Thus. a revision of the provisional draft must be performed
by expericnced experts in this matter.” Luang Pradist Manudharm and eight other peoplc who were
former authoritics from the monarchy system were appointed to a Subcommittee Board on Constitution
Revision.

The creation of the Constitution of Thailand progressed step by step from forming a Subcommittec Board
on Constitution Drafting, to then submitting a complcte draft to the Parliament, until the draft was finally
approved by the King and officially declared as the supreme law of the land. Al along, the Subcommittee
Board had worked closely in cooperation with the King in exchanging valuable ideas concerning the law.
It was ostensibly stated in the proclamation of the Subcommitiee board of Constitution (Document
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No.34/1932: ordinary session) to the House of Parliament on November 16, 1932 that the King was
extremely satisfied with this Constitution draft. His Majesty King Rama VII also commanded a royal
astrologer to find an auspicious occasion which was conclusively scheduled on December 10, 1932. This
date has been recognized ever since as Constitution Day.

On the Constitution Day of December 10, 1932, the King granted his presence at the Anuntasamakom
Royal Hall at 10 am , and graciously allowed the Royal Secretary to present his remarks in offcring the
Constitution to the Thai people. The ceremony was witnessed by a number of people including Royal
Family members, the diplomatic corps, representatives from other nations, Parliament members. and
Royal Officers. Since then, Thailand has been ruled under the constitution as the supreme law of the
country.

As a result of his virtue and contributions, the name of Pridi Banomyong was submitted to the United
Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) for inclusion in its calendar of
anniversaries of great personalitics and historic cvents. As for this special occasion, I present an excerpt
from a speech by Pridi Banomyong made on September 25, 1936:

“As we were born Thai, we are incumbent to serve our country without expecting any reward in return.
Actions that we have committed are not meant to be for any individual nor any particular group, but for
the benefit of all Thai people.”

In memorial of his notable accomplishments as a Senior Statesman and a “World’s Great Individual” who
had devoted his life to the country and his fellow countrymen, Pridi Banomyong should be recognized as a
role model for the younger generation in gratefully serving Thailand.
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The Man of Vision

The term “vision” has been widely used especially among politicians since it is believed that
individuals who are responsible for administering the country must have a broad vision, not focusing
only on today, tomorrow, next month and next year, but aiso looking into what is ahead for the future.
As | have been keeping up with our country's politics for 50 years, | find that it is almost impossible to
find a politician guided by a vision in any true sense of the word. Most politicians think and act in
ways which offer immediate and convenient, rather than well thought out solutions. An enormous
amount of time is wasted on debates and arguments. However, | still feel proud reflecting that for 50-

60 years a politician with true vision once guided Thaitand. That great politician is Pridi Banomyong.

| dare say this because | have consistently followed the path illuminated by his thoughts and deeds.
They reflect his character as a statesman and leader of true vision. it is possible to illustrate certain

aspects of his vision:

1. A Vision of Democracy

Pridi Banomyong always emphasized a proper understanding of democracy in the people of
Thailand. He felt democracy could not exist if the people did not understand how to govern
themselves. Pridi Banomyong laid the basis of that understanding within the community by
proposing a law which constituted municipal systems in every sub-district. The election of sub-
district members and councilors was modeled along the lines of the national parliament so as to
make people understand the basic principles of their own rights of selff-government . As they
became famitiar with self-government of their community, they could then automatically absorb how
to act in national elections. Unfortunately, subsequent politicians to Pridi Banomyong did not carry
on this ideal. If it had been continually put intd practice, vote buying which has been a critical

problem of Thailand and a hindrance to democracy would be virtually non-existent.

2. Economic Vision

Pridi Banomyong had a firm determination to alleviate the people's troubles, as well as to upgrade
their standard of living. He proposed an economic plan as a framework for the next 20-30 years.
Unfortunately, the people involved in those days could not follow his ideas. As a result, he was -

blamed, accused, and forced to live abroad.



However, after being proved innocent and assuming the duties of a minister, he contributed alot to
the country’s economy. For example, he abolished the poll-tax and introduced a revenue code
which gave penple more social justice. He had the National Bank established to stabilize finance,
proposed a budget to control the use of tax money collected from the people. While serving as the

Minister of Finance, the financial condition of the country was very stable.

During the Second World War, he created a million-once goid reserve fund which has been kept in
the safe at the Ministry of Finance ever since. Moreover, he urged the Japanese to exchange gold
with the Thai baht for use during the War. The Japanese government reserved this gold as a Thai
asset. This precaution proved to be an act of tremedous foresight after the War when the Allied

countries returned the gold to the Thai government since it was not considered as a Japanese asset.

Pridi Banomyong was especially concerned about the well-being of agriculturalists. He proposed
the multi-purpose cooperative to get rid of middlemen. He cancelled farmiand tax and planned

assistance for the farmers to own their farmiand.

Two respectable administrators related to me Pridi Banomyong ‘s economic vision formed after
returning from the USA. He predicted that within the next 20 years, the USA would be Thailand's
primary competition in the rice trade since it had a vast area of land and a climate that facilitated rice
cultivation. One day, he warned, the US would be able to grow rice of equal or better quality than
Thailand. His vision had never been supported since most ministers felt that it was impossible for the

S to be Thailand's rival in exporting rice.

As for forest conservation, Pridi Banomyeng could see the dangers of deforestation. if the

government a* that time did not discover any measures to prevent it, within 30 years our country not
only would have no teak to export, but would have to import it instead. The cabinet was not swayed
by his presenriments. One minister confidently asserted that they would not even exist by that time.

it could be sean that his predictions on the two issues proved tc be true,

3. Educational vision

Pridi Banomynng saw that education is the important foundation in developing the democratic
system and country. He constituted education in the six principles of the People's Party's
Declaration. e firmly instilled the education principle into practice in the two main levels of

schooling: primary and higher education.
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in assessing the higher educational level, he saw that there was only one university in Thailand. This
was an inadequate number to put forth knowledgeable graduates who could develop the country in
time. He established the University of Moral and Political Sciences (UMPS) as the first open
university focusing on politics, economy and society. They were two faculties: Law and Accounting.
In the Faculty of Law, although the study of law was emphasized, political science, economics, and
diplomacy were taught in order to train graduates to serve the country in every field. His intention

was achieved because there were many capable graduates from this University.

Furthermore, in 1938 he established the preparation school for the University. The courses offered
were English, French, Pali, Literature, History, Buddhism, Philosophy, Technology, Introduction to
Law and Accountancy, Shorthand, Typing, and Music. The scope of the curriculum demonstrates

his vision in preparing qualified people to study in the higher education level.

in the elementary level, he proposed to have the municipal and rural schools founded for the benefit
of the children upcountry, and to provide an equal educational opportunity to all children. Itis a long
and continuous process for education to achieve its goal. Those who carry on Pridi Banomyong's

ideal should truly administer it in a right direction.

4. Vision on Dhamma

Although he never had a chance to be ordained since he had to assume responsibilities in the
government at a young age, he was very interested in study and practice of Dhamma. He saw that
Dhamma was vital to life, even politicians and administrators were of no exception. Dhamma when
put into practice could create good governance. He invited Buddhadasa Bhikkhu to converse on
Dhamma with him for two days and one night. He read a lot of books on Dhamma. He understood
the Three Characteristics: the state of suffering, impermanence, and soullessness. His book entitled
Social Impermanence reflected his deep understanding of the Three Characteristics's Principies. He
stated “ all things in this world are not static; they forever move and change.” His admirable conduct
illustrated his true understanding of “soullessness”. A genius like him, who was in such a high
position could easily find wealth and privileges, but it seemed that in serving the country, he was

poorer and poorer.

Besides getting the right way into Dhamma, he was concerned that the younger generations should
understand Dhamma in the right way as well. In the curriculum of the Preparation School for the

University of Moral and Political Science, he asked that Buddhism to be included. In the Thai



Language Course, the students had to write essays expressing their opinions based on Dhamma.
This was a clever way to make the students understand and apply the Dhamma principles. As a

consequence, they became wiser,

in relation to Ecclesiastical ruling, he envisioned that the Sangha should not be administered by high-

ranking monks. Therefore he proposed the Act of Ecclesistic B.E. 2484. It constituted the
Ecclesiastical Minister appointed by high-ranking monks, the Ecclesiastical Assembly elected from
monks all over the country, and the Ecclesiastical Judicature acting as judges. There was a balance
of power between the Ecclesiastical Ministers and the Ecclesiastical Assembly. The Ecclesiastical
Judicature aiso could do their duty immediately when there was a case. Unfortunately, this act was

used for ten years, then it was cancelled.

5. Vision on Citizen's Rights

Pridi Banomyong realized what trouble the people had to go through when they had conflicts with
officials. He initiated the governing court system. At first, it was under the Judicial Councit but would
later become an independent court. It can be seen that it had been many years before the foilowing

generations would catch up with his initiations.

After the change of the government system in 1932, he proposed a social security law, but his
proposal as never advocated. Two years later, the U.S. government passed the social security law.

it can be said that Pridi Banomyong initiated this law before the U.S.

6. Vision on Foreign Affairs and Peace

In a short period on his duty as the Minister of Foreign Affairs, he was very courageous in requesting
for the amendment of the treaty with the USA, Japan, and tweleve European countries to repeal the
extra-territorial rights, as well as unfair trade taxes. With his hard effort, Thailand signed a new treaty
on equai and reciprocal terms. This resulted in Thailand’'s complete judicial independence, and

became an historic event for the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Pridi Banomyong's distinguished vision which greatly contributed to the country well-being was

recognized when he led the Free Thai Movement to resist the Japanese invasion during World War 1.

He saw that Thailand had to be inevitably affected by the War. Therefore he urged the Neutrality Act
to be declared in 1919 declaring that Thailand did not support Japan. The Free Thai Movement

made the world see that Thailand was not included in the Axis countries.
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After World War |1, he had an idea that small countries in the same region should cooperated to gain
leverage in negotiating with foreign powers. He proposed the Union of Southeast Asian Countries to
be established, but France impeded this proposal. He never gave up. Later he proposed the
League of Southeast Asian Countries. It was successfully founded in September in 1947, but two
months later the government was overthrown and he fled overseas. Years later the following ASA

Organization and ASEAN was developed from those previous organization proposed by him.

Ayudhya was a pride in the long history of the
Thai nation.

For 417 vyears, it was the nation's capital, a
significant trading port and the center of Thai civilization.
Ayudhya was founded in 1350, replacing Sukhothai as
the site of administration, and it was destroyed in the
year 1767.

witnessed victories and defeats, the rise and fall of

During these long years, Ayudhya
dynasties, prosperity and depression, as well as glory
and humiliation. Ayudhya also produced a number of
national heroes and heroines.

At its zenith, Ayudhya was a heaven on earth
where unique Thai arts and architecture were at thier
best. The city's colorful and glittering ceramic roofs of
palaces amd temples could be seen from quite a
distance down Cho Phya River which flows into the Gulf
of Thailand. It was from Ayudhya that the first southeast
asian embassy was dispatched to the court of Louise
XIV, and it was here that far—away adventurers always
dreamt of paying a visit. The romance of Ayudhya will

never be recovered.
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By the turn of the twentieth century, the grand old
city no longer showed signs of gaiety or glamour. Except
for the ruins which occasionally attracted tourists and
archaeologists, Ayudhya had very little to claim for its
significance. Like other provinces in the central plain,

it was characteristically rural where thousands of

hectares of paddy fields formed the common scenery.
Between September through November the seasonal
flood would turn the whole province into a vast sea.
But by December and January, when a cold breeze
rolled through the central plain from the north, the paddy
fields turned golden, signalling the harvest time of the
year. After the harvest season until May when the first

rain reminded everyone that the next orop was to be

cultivated, The Ayudhya folks took time off to enjoy
themselves, including paying visits to relatives and
friends, many of whom had migrated to the new capital
some 120 kilometers to the south. It took only two hours
and twenty—six minutes even in those days to go to
Bangkok by train.

Administratively, Ayudhya was one of the provincial
towns, although it was the administrative center for
satellite provinces. The city was governed by a senior
official titled "the old—capital governor” as distinguished
from an ordinary "governor” as in the other provinces.
At that time, the Ayudhya governor was a former
diplomat who had served at the royal Thai legation in
London for many years. A true son of Ayudhya, Phya
Chaivichit-Sidthisastra was sent back to his hometown,



following his father's footstep in care taking the old
capital. Phya Chaivichit maintained close contacts with
his Ayudhya folks, including one of his cousins, Kerd,
who was engaged in the rice farming supported by a

small trading business in the province.

Kerd was married to an Ayudhya girl named
Koom and had a son, Siang, who followed his father's
footsteps as & farmer. When Siang grew up, he married
Lukchandra, daughter of a relatively  well-to—do
businessman. In the year 1900 they has their first son.
The child was born on May 11 in their house on the
outskirts of the: city just opposite a Buddhist temple, Wat
Banomyong. He was given the name Pridi.

Siang Banomyong was a man of great foresight.
He saw in education an everlasting asset and was
determined that all of his eight children, four sons and
four daughters, must have the best education he could
afford.  His eldest son, Pridi, always snowed his
keenness for ‘earing since childhood. At the age of
10, he completed Grade 7 which was the highest school
grade availablz in Ayudhya at that time, but his father
refused to see: his son terminate his schooling at that

level.
Bangkok was still mourning the death of the

enlightened Kng Chulalongkorn when Pridi was first
sent to further his education in the capital city. He was
enrolied at the Benchamabopitra Schoo! attached to the
Marble Temple for one academic vear and returned to
Ayudhya, by tren having already schooling up to grade
10, to complete his secondary education in 1914. His
parents were desirous that their son should have an
advanced education. Pridi was sent to Bangkok again
and after a period of preparation at the prestigious Suan
Kulab College, he was admitted to the ministry of
Justice's Law School in 1917 at the age of 17.

Six years earlier when he first came down to
Bangkok, Prid stayed with a monk at the Marble
Temple. On his second visit, he temporarily resided with
his mother's relatives and after being admitted to the

Law School, he moved to live with a leading lawyer from

whom he acquired valuable legal knowledge. It took
Pridi only two and a half years to complete his law
curriculum and he was called to the bar in 1919,
becoming one of the youngest barristers. During his law
student days, Pridi is recalled as being very attentive to
the lectures which specially pleased his French teacher,
M. Laydeker. He was the kind of student who never
took any lesson for granted. He always expressed
doubts and requested for further clarifications from his
teachers until he was fully satisfied. M. Laydeker was
then the ministry of justice's advisor and also a lecturer
at the Law School. It was from this fine gentleman that
Pridi first acquired his French. Pridi's respect for
Laydeker was shown when he dedicated his docteur en
droit's thesis submitted to the University of Paris in 1927
to his former teacher.

Not long after he had been called to the bar, Pridi
Banomyong was given the opportunity to put his legal
training into practice as a defense lawyer. The case
involved an accident in which the boat of a southem
businessman hit and damaged royal premises near the
mouth of the Choa Phya River. Regarded as a sensitive
legal case involving crown property, the accident itself
was undeniable. The accused businessman, Mr. Lim
Soon Nguan found it difficult to find a counsel for his
case. At that time, the young lawyer was staying with
Phya Chaivichit-Visidthamathada, the son of the late
old—capital's governor, whom Lim Soon Nguan respected.
He heard of the case, made a deliberate study of it and
then volunteered to act as Lim's counsel. At the court,
Pridi fought his first and only case in his legal career
proving that the accident was an act of God. He also
cited an old case during the Ayudhya period involving
the sinking of a sea-faring ship because of a storm.
The ninteen — year — old lawyer won the case which
he represented in three courts in succession. His legal
victory earned him a reputation in the legal circle of the

day.
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In the same year, he joined the department of
corrections as a clerk with the support of its director—
general, Phya Chaivichit. Many years later, Pridi recalled
that he had the opportunity to acquire a good deal of
knowledge on public administration from that experienced
administrator. His profound respect for Phya Chaivichit
was 1o be everlasting.

In 1920, Pridi Banomyong won the ministry of
jusitice's scholarship to further his law studies in France.
Before his departure, the justice minister arranged for
him to have an audience with the King Vajiravudh, a
normal practice for king's scholarship winners. The King
told his minister that he had heard about the boy, "Send
him to further his studies abroad,” the King said,'he
would return as an asset to the country”.

Accompanied by his teacher, Laydeker, the
young lawyer sailed to France in the middle of 1920.
When his ship was passing through the Suez, Pridi
asked his teacher about the canal's history. He then
recalled that during King Chulalongkorn's reign, the Thai
government once conceived a project with regard to the
Kra Isthmus in the southern Thailand, but due to
problems in international politics, the project never
materialized. Laydeker suggested that if Pridi was keen
to render some valuable service to his country, he
should, while persuing his study in France, made some
study on the defunct Kra project and take into
consideration the other simitar canal projects such as
Suez, Panama and Kiel. The idea of the Kra Isthmus

continued to linger in his mind for many years to come.
Upon arriving in France, Pridi first ook French

lessons, together with Latin and English.  Within one
year, he passed the entrance examination and was
admitted to the University of Caen's Faculty of Law.
After three years at Caen, the young Thai scholar
graduated with the degree of licencie en droit. In 1924,
Pridi transferred from Caen to Paris where he first

obtained his diplee d' etudes supérieures both in law
and in economics and then worked toward his doctorate

in law, docteur en droit de la république (science
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juridiques). He completed his doctorate in the year
1927, after submitting a thesis entitled 'Du Sort des
Sociétés de Personnes en cas de Deces 1 un Associe
(Etudé de droit Francais et droit compare:)” which was
related to the legal problems of partnersnip. It was a

doctorate with an annotation, "Tres ben" or "Very
good”. Pridi was the second Thai wh> oblaned a
"docteur en droit”. But he was the very ‘irst who ever
took "docteur de |' etat’, that is the "stat2's doctorate”
as distinguished from the "docteur de I un versite” or the
"university's doctorate”. The difference is that "docteur
de |' etat” is reserved only for those who have previously
obtained “licencie en droit’, France's basic law degree

Seven years in France were not ‘0o long for a
young man who was all times searching ‘or knowledge
and experience. Despite his brilliant academic
achievements, Pridi always found time to ennch his
social life. He did travel a little in Europe, and made
a lot of friends. For many years he got along very well
with His Highness the Thal minister. Prince Charoon
Krisdakorn was once very fond of him, to the extent that
he asked Pridi to accompany him to a conference at
the Hague as his personal secretary. Wnen His Royal
Highness Prince Prachathipok of Sukfothal, then a
major in the Thai army, and his princess came to France
to attend the French staff college, it was Pridi whe
personally and loyally attended to them.

In 1924, with Prince Prachathipo< as honorary
president, a Thai students’ association was founded ir
Paris with the official title, "associaion Siamoise
d'intellectualite et d' assistance mutuelle” or "STAMS

Pridi was elected by forty—six Thai students to serve I

the association's executive committee as its secretary
In the following year, he was elected the association’s
president.  While he served in that capacily, there
occurred an incident which was much talked-abaout ther:
and is still talked—about even now.

Under Pridi's leadership, the S.1.A M. proceeded
smoothly, fulfilling the objectives for which 1t was

established. In July 1925, the annual meeting was hels



at Chatrettes for a fortnight during which about 50
members from all parts of the country attended.
Cordiality, hospitality, and friendship were blended to
give the gathering a success. The activities included
sports, music, theater, and debates, aiming at unity
among all members. The meeting was honoured by the
visit of His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkhla
(father of King Rama VIl and King Rama IX) who
remarked with pleasure that such unity among the

students as shown at the meeting would constitute part
of national strength in the future. When the meeting
finally came to an end, the members departed deeply
impressed promising that they would meet again the
following year.

The 1926 annual meeting of SIAM. was
attended by a group of students from England.
Impressed by the SIAM.'s activities, they extended an
invitation on behalf of the students' association in the
United Kingdom to the S.ILAM. to send its representatives
to participate in their annual meeting in England in the
coming August of the same year. The letter of invitation
was read to the members by Pridi, who was still
SILAM.'s president, and after a consensus, two students
were elected to represent their association at the British
meeting. The next day, Pridi wrote to the minister
requesting his approval for the S..AM.'s representatives
He did so in

recognition of the fact that the two nominees were junior

to attend the meeting in England.

members of the royal family, thus directly under the
legation’s supervision. Prince Charoon flatly refused to
give his permission on the grounds that the students'
association in Britain was known to possess an
uncompromising character and as such S.IAM.'s
delegates would be subject to humiliation while attending

its meeting.

When the minister's negative reply was delivered
to the SILAM. meeting, then in session, there was an
uproar of discontent. The London—based association's

representatives, including His Sovar Highness Prince

Chumpot of Nakornsawan, Boribhat's eldest son,
strongly denied the Paris minister's accusation of their
association. The meeting was of the opinion that the
minister had no right to prohibit SIAM. sending
delegates to Britain. it was so revealed that the reason
behind Price Charoon's refusal was that the minister in
Paris did not get along well with Phya Bharata, the
Superintendent for Thai sfudents in England. Pridi was
designated by S.IAM.s meeting to write to Prince
Charoon once again. This time, the minister confirmed
his jurisdiction over the two delegates chosen and also
accused S.IAM. for its failure to preconsult him on the
matter. In despalr, the meeting, convinced of its rightful
action, sought the way out by nominating private
students instead of government scholarship holder as

SIAM!s delegates to attend the meeting in England.

Prince Charoon found time to drop by at the
students’ meeting one day and took that opportunity to
criticize the meeting’s organizers. It was reported that
minister walked around outside the building in heavy
rain, refusing to accept an umbrella offered by the
students. Next morning he clashed with one of his
secretaries, Laung Vichitr—Vathakarn, whom the Prince
accused of befriending S.LAM.'s president, to the extent
that the secretary requested to be transferred back 1o
Bangkok. The minister later wrote a letter to S.LAM.
accusing the students' association of behaving like the
Bolsheviks. S..AM. represented by Pridi, denied the
Prince’s accusation and pointed out that the association
had done nothing wrong to have caused the minister's
anger. After Pridi and his executives committee had met
with Charoon, both sides expressed regret over the
misunderstanding. The truce was, however, a temporary
one. Not fong after that, the minister was informed that
led by Pridi

many government students were
allowance following the franc’s falling exchange value.
The students argued that their allowances were fixed in

pound steriing, and as such appropriate adjustments
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should be made on the amount of Frence francs they
received from the legation.

The students’ action was taken as a direct insult
to the minister's integrity and on the account, Prince
Charoon lost his patience. He at once made a report
to Bangkok accusing S.LAM.'s members of conspiracy
and disobedience, and as for S1AM.'s president, he
demanded that Pridi should be recalled immediately.
Being aware of the minister's report, the students went
forward submitting their petition to King Prachathipok.
They in turn charged the minister with three serious
accusations: corruption regarding the students’s
allowances; misconduct relating to adultery and improper
actions in the League of Nations. The dispute started
from a small matter had now become widened.

On October 22, 1926, the legation in Paris
received the following cable from the ministry of foreign

affairs in Bangkok.

"His Majesty, having examined all the documents
submitted concerning Prince Charoon's dispute with the
SIAM. and students’

conclusion that the students' society had deviated from

petition, has come to the

the purposes for which it was formed. The objective of
the society should be entirely social among students
under the care of the Paris legation. It seems that the
society has now become a sort of syndicate of students,
in which the students meet to discuss the actions of the
minister and to form resolutions and take actions
contrary to the wishes of the minister. The students have
discussed and condemned the manner in which the
minister has been paying out their allowances, they have
sent representatives to England knowing that it was
against the wishes of the minister. They have shown
themselves to be thoroughly hostile to the minister and
the actions of the president of the society have been
on the verge of insolence. Such a state of affairs cannot
be tolerated for if students are allowed to form
themselves into a syndicate (union) hostile to the

minister. In this way no minister can possibly accept

the responsibility of looking after the students’ welfare
in the future. His Majesty, therefore, orders that the
SIAM. in its present form should be dissolved. i itis
still desired that some society be formed “hat will afford
the students some social intercourse amonrg themselves,
new statutes must be framed in which the students will
be allowed to have a free hand as to social
arrangements but it must otherwise be under the strict
control of the legation. Moreover junior students of the
preparatory and public school class should not be full
members and have votes. They can join the holiday
camp under the special care of a persons chosen by
the minister. They should live as much as possible apart
from the elder students while joining in some of sports
and entertainment. His Majesty considers that Nai (Mr.)
Pridi Banomyong must be held chiefly responsibie for
the society’s deviation from its original purpose anc for
inciting a feeling of indiscipline and mistrust of the
minister among students. His Majesty, therefore,
commands that Nai Pridi Banomyong te immediately
recalled.

As to the second part of the students’ petition
asking for their allowances to be paid in pounds instead
of francs, His Majesty is willing to consider the matter
after having received explanations from the minister. |f
it has not already been done, a copy of the petition
should be supplied to Prince Charoon and he is
requested to submit explanations with reference to the
said petition concerning allowances.

His Majesty deeply regrets to learn of
insubordination among students and wishes to call them
their sense of duty.”

That cable arrived in Paris just before Pridi

Banomyong took his final doctorate examination.

At that time back in Bangkok the news of his
recall from Paris had reached his parents and relatives.
Pridi's father, in deep concern about his son's misfortune,
approached Phya Chaivichit and asked for the iatter's

assistance. Phya Chaivichit was the brother—in—law of



Chao Phya Yomaraj, one of the country most respected
public servan's who had served as a cabinet minister
since the Chulalongkorn reign. Siang Banomyong was
able to submit his petition to King Prachathipok, begging
His Majesty’s <indness to postpone his son's recall until
after he had taken the doctorate examination. A most
understanding man, Prachathipok kindly granted the
petition and as a result, the following cable was
dispatched bv the minister of foreign affairs to the
minister in Paris on November 25, 1926.

"With regard to the question of recalling Pridi
Banomyong &s contained in my letter of 178, 27th
October, I am now commanded by HM. the King to
communicate "o Pridi the following message. It begins:
With reference to your recall, your father has now
petitioned His Majesty that it may be postponed until you
nave passed the examination for the degree of doctor
of law which will take place shortly. His Majesty has
Deen most greciously pleased to grant that petition on
the condition that you tender to the Siamese minister
in Paris (a) written apology and the expression of
regrets for your attitude in connection with the recent
unfortunate incident.

Please take note of the content of the above
communicatior: and act accordingly.”

Pridi dic submit his thesis, sat for the examination
and was awarded a docteur en droit. He left Europe
for Thailand in March 1927.

Years later, in his reminiscence of the unfortunate
esent which tock place in 1926, Pridi at the age of 27
admitted that king Prachathipok’s judgement that he
must be held responsible for S.ILAM.'s deviation from its
original purpose towards a union or a "syndicate” was
perfectly correc:. ‘He and some of his friends were then
desirous to nstigate fellow students’ political
consciousness which could lead to a struggle for
political changes in the future.  Their economic
discontent over the allowances helped form the basis

for the development of such consciousness.

Upon his return to Bangkok in April that year, the
young docteur un droit from Paris reported to the
ministry of justice and was immediately appointed a
judge. But six months later, he was transferred to the
judicial department's secretariart whose responsibility
was to draft bills to be passed into law. The job was
excellent trainning ground for Pridi as a law—maker and
he was particularly interested in civil and commercial law
in the revisions of which he played a significant part. He
also took the opportunity of compiling Thai laws from
the distant past up till then and had them published in
volumed entitled, "Collections of Thai Laws”, for the use
of the legal practitioners. His book became a best seller,
the fortune derived from which Pridi set aside for the
establishment of a small printing house of his own.

Besides the official duty at the judical department,
Dr. Pridi was also assigned a teaching job at the Law
School where he taught a number of subjects. However,
there was a course of his lectures, "Administrative Law”,
which attracted wide attention among law students. In
his lectures, Pridi outlined constitutional principles and
Thailand's administrative development, and then concluded
with basic political economy and public finance.
Although the course was meant to touch on the legal
aspect of public administration, in reality it delved upon
the principles and practices of modern government. |t
could therefore be said that Pridi was the first lecturer
who delivered lectures on politics in Thailand whose
impact on the minds of his students was far-reaching.
There was, at the time, a growing awareness of the
people’s political rights and their participation in
government affairs, as well as of the state's primary

responsibility in the economic welfare of its citizens.

Pridi seemed to devote himself fully to his official
duties both at the judical department and at the Law
School. He was an energetic and hard—working public
servant, establishing himself as a leading figure in the
European—educated elite group of his time. It was a

rewarding effort for the young man. He rose rapidly in
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the civil service both in rank and in salary. By 1932,
his salary was twice as much as the initial pay he had
received when he first entered the service five years
eariler. His civil service rank was equivalent to that of
a major in the military. And, in accordance with the
tradition of those days, he was conferred the title, Laung
Pradist-Manudharm.

Pridi's remarkable record as a public servant
confirmed King Prachathipok’s earlier judgement of the
man. On granting the petition of Pridi's father in 1926,
the king made the following comment which was passes
to the minister of Justice, Chao Phya Bhichaiyati:

"This man is intelligent but inclined to be a little
brash, as is common among the young. Once he enters
the government in a responsible position he will
probably work well, and | do not really believe that he
will become a 'serious danger to the government’ as
Prince Charoon has reported. If the government does
not use him in a manner commensurate with his
knowledge, then things might develop in an undesirable
way.”

Apart from the accomplishment in his work, Pridi
was also successful in his private life. The salary from
the government, together with the income derived from
his publications, had made him financially comfortable.
In 1928, at the age of 28, he married the daughter of
Phya Chaivichit and had two children before June 1932.
Poonsuk, who is some 12 years his junior, has proved
to be his life—long companion. She has always been
at his side throughout the long year of struggle. A very
charming and intelligent woman, she has been an ideal
stateman’s wife: understanding, unselfish, and courageous.
The couple have six children, two sons and four
daughters. They celebrated their Jubilee anniversary on
November 16, 1978, at their small house at Antony on

the outskirts of Paris.

In the afternoon of Thursday June 23, 1932,
Poonsuk accompanied her husband to Bangkok central

Railway Station to bid him a farewell on his journey to

been customary for young Thai men, and his trip to
Ayudhya was meant to prepare for the event.

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Tracing Back H.E. Pridi at Wat Banomyong

The two rivers were the principal means of communication for the citizens. They moved
on them day and night on their small boats which, though seemingly unstable were yet
overloaded with fruits, betel nuts, salted fish, clothes, and even furniture. They passed
slowly up and down and across one another’s path without accident, skillfully propelled
by their oarsmen.

The houses, floating dwellings which appeared like large structures on pontoons, and the
markets, where confused murmurs rose to the sky, crowded the edges of these waters
which flowed past them. There were no quays; for the river-side residents were the
proprietors of the ground opposite their floating houses; connection with the land being
afforded by emergency flying-bridges, which were hemmed in by the “sampans”
(pirogues) lying so close together that one would have imagined that they must coilide.
He who wanted to cross the river chose one, the oarsman of which, well set in the stern,
appeared deserving of his confidence; sometimes he clambered over several boats already
overloaded, and their motion threatened to make him lose his balance. But as everyone in
this part of the world living near water knows how to swim from tender childhood, there
was no apprehension, and a fall only raised a laugh.

The citation above is part of the description of life along the river in Ayutthaya as shown in The King of
the White Elephant written in English by H.E. Pridi Banomyong while taking up the position of the
Minister of Finance during 1939-1940. The river mentioned must have been the Lopburi River in front of
Wat Banomyong.

In fact, H.E. Pridi’s birthplace was on this very bank of the Lopburi River. It was a big marketplace
crowded with houses and boathouses lining the shore to where it meets the Chao Phraya River.

It has been said that one’s childhood “peak experience” encourages and generates wonderful imagination
and creativity in adulthood. It engenders the arts, scientific works, architecture, literature, and
technology. The power of peak experiences can be seen from studies on the biographical works of the
great people of the world throughout history, from the age of Hannibal, Leonardo Da Vinci, Abraham
Lincoln to Jules Verne, Thomas Edison, Sunthonpoo and H.E. Pridi Banomyong.

Maslow (A.H. Maslow 1959), an American psychologist, explains the “peak experience” by describing it
as an experience that renders the happiest time in one’s life. It is the most influential impression on
aesthetics, love, intuition, excitement, and mystery. These types of experience cause people to change
themselves, their perceptions, and their way of thinking about of life. Most creative people possess such
vivid recreations in their mind.

The impression on the floating market of Hua Laem and the lifestyle along the Lopburi River at that time
was the main inspiration of the historical novel “The King of the White Elephant” written by Pridi
Banomyong.

Since the development plan implemented by the governor at that time Phraya Boranrajadhanin for the city
island of Ayutthaya, more roads were constructed, as was a bridge to connect the island and the east bank
of the Pasak River. The Hua Raw and Chao Phrom Markets became more enlivened by this new
convenience. H.E. Pridi Banomyong had a plan to revive the Hua Laem Market. Unfortunately, the plan
could not be accomplished.



Pridi Banomyong’s childhood inspiration did not come only from the river and lifestyle along the river. It
also comes from his family’s faith in Buddhism, his knowledge of the government by parliament, as well
as his witness to the injustice of the farmers’ lives when he accompanied his father to Wang Noi District
(Chatthip Natsupa 1982:20-22).

HL.E. Pridi’s Ancestors, the Patronage of Wat Banomyong

One source of information on Wat Banomyong states that it was situated on the Lopburi River bank and
was constructed in the reign of King Naresuan the Great-(1630-1655). The location was the orchard of a
court nurse called Yong who after her death was revered by the courtiers. Wat Banomyong was
constructed to commemorate her benevolence. This wat was then called Wat Phra Nom Yong, followed
by Wat Com Mayong, and finally Wat Banomyong.

An interview with the former Abbot Ua Sundhariko by the editing unit of Arts and Culture magazine in
1983 is another source of information on Wat Banomyong- constructed in 1543 in the reign of King Maha
Chakrapat.

The history of the Wat goes like this: King Chai Raja V, the previous monarch, took a princess calied
Kaew Jaem Fah from Vientienne as his wife. She bore two sons:Prince Yod Fah and Prince Si Silpa.
When she died, Phra Chai Raja appointed Thao Si Sudachan as Queen. King Si Satanakhanaout, the
grandfather of the two princes was concerned about his grandsons’ welfare. He sent over a nurse to
Ayutthaya to look after them. The nurse was called Yong or Mayong, her title being “*Phra Nom Yong” or
“Phra Nom Mayong.”

When Phra Chai Raja died, Queen Si Sudachan with her accomplice, Khun Worawongsathiraj, took over
the throne by executing Phra Yod Fah, who accended the throne in his childhood. Phra Thien Raja, Phra
Yod Fan’s uncle, escaped and became ordained as a monk.

Queen 3i Sudachan and Khun Worawongsathiraj then were usurped by Phra Thien Raja and his
accomplice. Later Phra Thien Raja ascended the throne and was called Phra Maha Chakrapat.

The main reason for the construction of Wat Banomyong came from the event in which Phra Yod Fah
appeared in his grandfather’s dream, telling that he had been wandering with no place to reside. The
grandfather related his dream to King Maha Chakrapat, who therefore had two temples constructed, Wat
Kaew Fah Noi and Wat Phra Nom Yong, to commemorate Princess Kaew Jaem Fah and the nurse Phra
Nom Yong. Phra Molee Lok, a monk from Vientienne was appointed to take charge of these two temples
or wats

At present Wat Kaew Fah Noi was almost completely destroyed by the construction of the Ayutthaya-
Angthong Highway. There was only a sandstone Buddha image called Luang Phaw Chao Noi which was
once headless. The Abbot Ua Sundhariko brought the head part from Wat Wora Bho and fitted it with the
body. Luang Phaw Chao Noi is now established on the road side to the west of the foundation of the
original temple.

Later Phra Palad Chamlong Siripanyo, the present abbot, had a permanent building constructed to house
the neatly gilt Luang Phaw Chao Noi. Luang Phaw Chao Noi is regarded sacred. The characteristics of
this Buddha image are very much similar to those of the main Buddha image in the temple of Wat
Banomyvong.

Both were built according to the Sukothai style by the Kampaengpetch guilds. The difference lies in the
construction material. Luang Phaw Chao Noi was built from sandstone, whereas the main Buddha in Wat
Banomyong was built from bronze.
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There are a few questions challenging historians: Is there any historical evidence supporting whether
Princess Kaew Jaem Fah existed? Was Wat Banomyong constructed to the Laotian King’s order? These
puzzles are left to the historians tc discover more vidence which can be used to argue a historical event in
which Queen Si Sudachan and Khun Worawongsathiraj helped execute her own son - Phra Yod Fah.

The Thai chronicle states that Phra Chai Raja led his armed forces through Chieng Thong (now Luang
Phrabang) to attack Chiang Mai in 1525, but Sisatana Khanahout was not mentioned. Another event
mentioned in the reign of King Narayana who led his army to join with another force led by Phraya Kosa
(Pan) and then became successful in taking over Chiengmai. Phaya Kosa presented the daughter of
Phraya Saen Luang (the Governor) to King Narayana who accepted her as a royal concubine. Could it be
possible that Princess Kaew Jaem Fah was Fhraya Saen Luang- the Laotian Governor of Chiang Mai and
Phanom Yong was a nurse in the reign of King Narayana?

The Banomyong Family’s Contribution to ¥Vat Banomyong

Phranom Yong/Mayong was an ancestor in the paternal line of ILF. Banomyong. It can be said that the
ancestors of this family had this wat built. The family settled on the area opposite the wat since the
Ayutthaya Period.

From an interview. Mrs. Somsong Klinpratoom, a 73 year-old native, who in her childhood was a maid in
the Banomyong family revealed that the family had a close tie with the Wat and always supported. She
said,

The house in which the family lived was originally a rafthouse. Then it was moved up on
the Muang Canal bank. It was a one-storey house with many rooms. The property
covered a plot of land from the river bank to the road. There were many mango trees.
The owner of the house was very kind, always giving mangoes to other people. The
family members liked to make merits, consistently giving alms and lunch pails to the
Abbot ever since.

When 1 was a child, I could remember a road called Mae Look Chan connecting U-Thong
and Siang Banomyong Bridge. The road was named after Pridi Banomyong's mother
who ordered the road to be built for the convenience of the people. Siang Banomyong was
his father who also had the bridge built.

Look Chan Banomyong Foundation

Pridi Banomyong established the Look Chan Banomyong Foundation whose income came from the rent of
42-rai paddy fields which were bought before going overseas. The income has been used as support to the
Wat and the community. »

Mrs. Somsong Klinprathoom recalled the past events for a moment, then continued telling about her
impression on the Banomyong Family:

The family came to make merits at the Wat every year on every occasion since H.E.
Banomyong was alive. 1 was very impressed when | recalled the event when the Dame
Bhoonsuk Banomyong asked the children and adults to get in line for her donation. The
family was very kind to the poor

Phra Palad Chamlong Siripanyo, the Abbot of Wat Banomyong, told about another event
concerning the family and the "Vt The most important repair of the Wat was done



many years ago. The family invited Phra Phimoladhani (Aat Duangmala) from Wat
Mahathat Yuwarajrangsarit to preside over the restoration. His advice was valuable to the
development of the land and buildings in the Wat.

As for H.E. Banomyong, although he resided abroad, he always had his children,
grandchildren, and relatives make merits on his birthday every year. Even in the last year
before he died. On the day of the cremation of his body, the monks at this Wat chanted to
give him the merit at the same time when his body was being cremated in Paris.

Phra Rajanandhamunee (Panyanandha Bhikkhu) stated in his lecture:

H.E. Pridi Banomyong had a strong faith in Buddhaithasa. He plenned to transform Wat
Banomyong into a place for meditation practice like Suan Mokhaphalaram in Chaiya,
Nakhon Si Thammaraj. He asked the Venerable Buddhathasa and an architect to visit the
Wat to help him design the place. When the construction was about to begin, the
Japanese army invaded Thailand. It was so unfortunate. (Phra Rajanandkamuni
1983:331)

The Banomyong family’s contribution to Wat 3anomyong was various To have a wat constructed is
difficult, but to maintain it and make it prosperous is even wiove difficuii. The Banomyong family has
proved that they could do both.

Ancient Objects in Wat Banomyong

In the corner to the east of the wat, on Muang Canal, divve 1v a small oid stupa. It was told that in the past
there was another similar stupa which had disappeared. It « as assusied that the two stupas were built as
signposts showing that a wat is there.

The base is of a singha patern overlaid, while the middic peinicas called Than Pat supports the bell-shaped
structure. Though the top portion is missing, it can be assusiesd ihat the stupa was built in the late
Ayutthava period.

The temple housed the principal Buddha image. It is bronze and gilt, built in the Sukothai period. The
distinct features include small orderly haircurls, an oval face with a smalli slightly rising chin, fine
eyebrows with rising ends, a small nose and bow-shaped lips, long ¢ars; and a strong chest. The body is
covered with a robe diagonally draped over the left shoulder. The Buddha image is in Mara Subdued
position. It is considered one of the most beautiful Buddhas in Ayutthaya.

The boundary markers were of different style and assurned i tall in the middle Ayutthaya period (Nor Na
Paknam 1997:52-185). They were covered from red sandstones, rather small and plop. The pedestal is
lotus-shaped, a feature which had been popular from King Songdham’s reign. This type of pedestal is
found in many wats in Ayutthaya, such as Wat Salapoon, Wat Phrangarm and Wat Sunamchai. When
considering the boundary markers and the pedestals, it could be concluded that Wat Banomyong had been
built before the reign of King Narayana, and in the reign of King Prasart Thong.

In the vihara, there was a reclining Buddha image as oid as ithat of Wat Dhammikaraj - one of the oldest
wats built before the Ayutthaya period. The features of this Buddha image are similar to the reclining
Buddha in Wat Pamoke Worawiharn in Angthong, which was assumed to be built in the middle
Ayutthaya Period. The restoration foundation of Wat Banomyong restored the reclining Buddha in 1997.

“In his childhood, Pridi Banomyong had heard the eiders and monks tell about the Buddhist predictions
that by the final period of Buddhism, there will be chiaos because of moral deterioration. There will be
wars. People will kill each other. A big fire will destroy the vile world. The new era will occur. This is
called Phra Si Ariyaethai Era in which people will live with kindness, in harmony and peace. They will
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be equal and without difference. It will be a perfect world in which people can have everything they
want” (Thammakiat Kan-ari 1983:610).

Pridi Banomyong had his faith in Phra Si Ariya since his childhood and he probably envisioned that the
Thai society could be developed to the state of Phra Si Ariya’s era. When the 1932 revolution occurred,
the word “Sri Ariya” was included in the People’s Party’s Declaration so as to emphasize its main
objective.

Amazingly, in Wat Banomyong, there was a Buddha image called Phra Si Ariya. It was bronze,
measured 3 feet wide from the lap. It was assumed to have been built during the early Ratanakosin
Period, in the reign of King Rama III and was placed in the temple when being repaired in the reign of
King Rama V.

As told by Phra Palad Chamlong Siripanyo, Phra Si Ariya was formerly placed in front of the principal
Buddha image and revered by the people. But when the masonry base of the principal Buddha image was
rebuilt, the space in the temple became limited and Phra Si Ariya was moved along with other Buddha
images into the crevice of the vihara.

His faith in Phra Si Ariya, being a witness of the people’s deep respect for Phra Si Ariya are considered
his peak experience in his childhood and a starting point of his creativity and determination to create a
well-being for the country without any fear of harm.

There should be a thought of putting Phra Si Ariya image in an appropriate place. Pridi Banomyong’s
determination to create a society of well-being as that in Phra Si Ariya’s era should be carried on.

The growth of one’s life is amazing. The growth of trees and plants depends on nature and environment
that are interdependent. Trees and plants thrive when the roots work their way deep down the earth and
stabilize the trees and plants.



The growth of society follows the same pattern. There should be ways to make people interdependent.
The deep roots of righteousness should be worked on in order to make people live harmoniously and in
balance. The roots of righteousness are religious faith, free will over desire and materialism, loving
kindness and boundless generosity for mankind, other beings and everything. All this is the ideal of Phra
Si Ariyametthai.

Pridi Banomyong Memorial
at Ayutthaya

The Pridi Banomyong Foundation, dedicated to the
memory of H.E. Pridi Banomyong, the Elder Statesman, has
erected the Pridi Banomyong Memorial in the area opposite Wat
Banomyong, Muang District, Ayutthaya Province. It consists of a
Pridi Banomyong Monument, a classical Thai house-museum, and
a classical Thai house-assembly hall.

In front of the classical Thai house-museum there is a bronze
inscription plate marking the point where the Elder Statesman was
born on May 11, 1906.

This memorial was inaugurated by the Venerable Somde;j
Phra Buthajarn of Wat Mahathat on behalf of the Supreme Partriarch
on May 9, 1986, to commemorate his relics which were brought in from
France to Thailand and enshrined in the Thai house-assembly hall,
before being taken to the Thammasart University and then cast into
the sea on May 11, 1986.
